The Playoff Round
For all round(s): 

1) The players will start in reverse order (in Round 1 only) in which they came in after week 10 of the season (i.e., the person who came in first goes last when the first game is played).

2) All games that were used in the league will be played in the playoff round(s). If a game(s) should be out of commission or breaks down during the round, then another game(s) that has been used or that will be used in the round so as to keep the number of games played the same. So we will be using 9 games in the playoff rounds and if one (or more) game(s) should break down during league play (or is already down for some reason before league play begins and it can’t be repaired before the start of league play) then one or more games will be played twice to keep the number of games played at 9. The Commissioner will pick the first game to be played at random and the last place player for the previous game picks the next game to play. If a second round is played (the finals), then the players in that round play their first game in reverse order of how they placed in the semifinals (1st round). The Commissioner will pick the starting game for the finals as well.

There will be a Semifinal round for the A Division (the week after Week 10 league play) with the top 4 players from that Division at the conclusion of Week 10 league play going to the Semifinals. The top 3 players from the Semifinals will play in the Finals (the week after the Semifinals) for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners of the A Division. The B Division will have a Finals round only (the week after Week 10 league play) with the top 3 players from the B Division going to the Finals round.
Please note: If for some reason a player knows beforehand he can’t play in the Semifinals round in the A Division or the Finals round in Division B, I must be notified ASAP so I can try to reschedule that round if possible based on other player’s schedules and my schedule. If it is not possible to reschedule a playoff round to everybody’s satisfaction, then the next person in the standings (5th in A and 4th in B) will take the place of the player who couldn’t play and the playoff round would be played at its normal time. If for some reason a player doesn’t show up for the Semifinals in A or the Finals in B, without my knowledge, then the next player in the standings will take that player’s place. So 5th Place players in A and 4th Place players in B, be ready to play in case one of the top players don’t show up. For the Finals round in the A Division, if a player has made it to that round but can’t play during that week and the round can’t be rescheduled to everybody’s satisfaction, then the round will go on as planned without that player and he will automatically get 3rd Place in the A Division and the two remaining players will play head-to-head for 1st and 2nd Place of the A Division.
The games are played and scored otherwise as if it were a non-playoff game, except that Match Bonus Points and Sweep Bonus Points are not given out.
